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Making A Great Written Elevator Pitch for Introductions


A solidly written elevator pitch gives an introduction that captures a prospects attention, whether that prospect is an investor, customer or other resource you need to advance your startup. 


The major components of the written elevator pitch are as follows:
· What is the product? What does it help the customer do? Who is the customer?
· Link to the product, screencast, or screenshots.
· What's the big problem or opportunity?
· Traction.
· Team.
· Call to action.
· Good Contact Information.


While the pitch could be sent cold we recommend that you leverage an introduction to increase results.  An introduction sells the prospect on reading the elevator pitch, which sells the prospect on taking a chance on meeting with you. 


The key method is to send a brief email that the introducer can forward with a thumbs-up to the prospect.  In that email is the elevator pitch.
















Here is a sample email written elevator pitch:


Subject: Introducing NuCo Inc. to A VC


Dear Mr. Angel,

Thanks for offering to introduce us to A VC. 

As we talked about in person NuCo lets you create your own social network for anything. For free. In 2 minutes. It's as easy as starting a blog and you can try it at www.nuco.com.  NuCo unlocks the great ideas from people all over the world who want to use this amazing medium in their lives.  We have over 200,000 user-created networks and our page views are growing 8% per week. We previously raised $35M from Another VC and others, including myself.  Before NuCo, I started NewThing (acquired by A Firm for $3.6B).
We're starting meetings with investors next week and I would love to show A VC what we're building at NuCo.

Your email should be no longer than this example.  Note at the end there is a small use of scarcity to encourage the investor to not delay as the company is meeting more other investors. 
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
